Rules & Regulations

1. The students who want to attend the college regularly should take admission
2. The Principal has reserved his right to refuse or deny the admission.

3. Students should behave with due respect and honour with the teachers and
administrative staff in the premises of the college

4. The student should take their identity cards within 15 days from the date of the
admission. Afterwards, a fine of Rs. 100 will be charged. If identity is demanded
by the teaching and administrative staff of the college, the student should produce
it.

5. Student should take care of college property and should not involve in damaging
the property. Students should not behave against the reputation and discipline of
the college. Admission will be cancelled if the students behave against the rules.
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6. The attendance of students for the tests, prelims and semester exams in the
college is compulsory. Concession of fee is offered to the meritorious and poor
students on the basis of performance in internal exams. In case of absentee rate is
more than 80 %, university exam form might not be forwarded to the university.

7. Strict action will be taken against the absentees. A penalty of Rs. 20/- per paper
will be charged for absentee and per paper Rs. 10/- will be charged for failed
students.

8. Students will have to pay the college fees before the date mentioned in the
prospectus otherwise the penalty will be charged.

9. The student should not make any change on Bonafide, TC, identity card or other
documents issued by the college.

10. Admission will be cancelled if the student is observed misbehaving in the
exam, election or any other activity in the college.

11. Students should return the books borrowed from the library on or before the
due date. Students should handle the library books and materials with great care.

12. Students should pay the fees in the account section and keep the receipts of
admission and exam fees carefully.

13. Student will not get any kind of concession in the University exams.
14. The fees will not be refunded, if the admission is cancelled
15. The students will be fined if attendance for lectures and tests is not satisfactory.

16. Admission will be given priority to the students who clear all the subjects at
first attempt.

17. Students may register their appropriate academic complaints or suggestion in
the Suggestion Box.

18. If there are any issues related to the admission of the Backward Class, students
should consult the Standing Committee members or the Principal.

19. 25mm x 25mm size Colored recent photos are required for admission form,
identity card and examination form.

20. The use of mobile in the premises of the college is prohibited.
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21. The Principal has the right to make changes in the above rules or to make
decisions about the matters mentioned above. Also, the rules made by the college
are obligatory to the students.
